COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT—No report

CLERGY REPORT—Pastor Mick began by explaining that the parishes of the Four Corners
Churches (Bethany Lutheran, Emanuel Lutheran, Grace Episcopal and Victory Trinity
Lutheran) are working together with Bethany on a Strategic Ministries Grant process. This is
an a-typical grant in that there is no specific agenda for the recipient congregation. It does,
however, require the health of the churches involved to be able to work together to discover
possible opportunities for shared ministry. Pastor explained that right now both Bethany and
Grace are working in deficit budgets. Care must be taken to look to the future of our

congregations and address, out of necessity, some serious issues including the possibility of
sharing buildings. ;

Discussion ensued. Questions and comments involved the need to be an integrated,
blended family, not a tenant/landlord relationship; the existence of several shared ministries
already in process, including the combining of our Youth Groups; the need to let go of ethnic
issues and celebrate the ministries in the community, particularly the 100 years of ministry at
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
