QUALIFIED CHARITABLE CONTRIBUTIONS
NOW PART OF PERMANENT TAX LAW

The ability to make qualified charitable contributions
from your IRA directly to a charitable organization was
a provision that expired in 2014. Effective beginning in
2016, this provision has been made a permanent
provision within the tax code. This allows taxpayers
over 70 years of age to make direct contributions to
churches and other charitable organizations without
having to include the distribution in their federal tax
returns. Any qualified charitable contribution will be
considered to be part of your required minimum
distribution. This contribution will not also be allowed
as an itemized deduction on your return, but this could
be a tremendous tax-saving technique for those who
do not itemize their deductions. This could result in
savings on your federal and state income tax returns
starting this year.
